Through the desert
and the wilderness I protected My children. When they were hungered, I fed
them. When they were athirst, I gave them drink. I was with them in the midst
of the desert. In all that I promised, I, the Lord, delivered according to My
Word. When they were confronted with the enemy, I gave them victory. Even
the testimony of My power went out before them into all the nations. And many
feared the hand of the Lord that was with Israel. All that I did was because of

My love for mankind, for thou art created in My image.”

“I showed mercy during times that I repented of even creating man. From the
time man sinned against Me, My heart did yearn for that day he could be
reconciled back to his created righteousness. Throughout time, I delivered and
set a path for man to follow. In this path I covered and protected him from
Satan. From the time I created man, even to this day, I have prepared a way for
him to walk according to My righteousness. Even in the midst of the sins of My
children, I made a way for atonement and prepared a place in Abraham’s

bosom. Today I have prepared a way for My children to be forgiven of their sins.
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Christ, the Son of God, now stands at their heart’s door. There is One that can

cleanse the sins of this world -- even Jesus, the Christ, My only begotten Son”.

“My little children, My Word has stood the test of time. Do not be deceived
by the words of fools. All that I have said has come to past, yet many still
require a sign to believe. Even in times of old, My people soon forgot all that I
did in the wilderness. My people chose rather to study all the wickedness that
they were delivered from and to worship heathen idols made from man’s hands.
They sacrificed their children in the fires of the gods. There women fornicated
and committed great whordoms to serve their gods. It was not long after I
delivered Israel from Egypt that My children soon forgot all the miracles I did. I
commanded My children to teach their children the ways of the Lord and to tell
them of the miracles wrought in the wilderness, but in time My children turned

a deaf ear toward heaven and defied My commandments”.

“I remember this day that I commanded My children concerning the

commandments of
the Lord. For it is written, ‘And ye shall teach them your children, speaking of
them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way,
when thou liest down, and when thou risest up. And thou shalt write them
upon the doorposts of thine house, and upon thy gates: That your days may be
multiplied, and the days of your children, in the land which the Lord sware
unto your fathers to give them, as the days of heaven upon the earth. For if ye
shall diligently keep all these commandments which I command you, to do
them, to love the Lord your God, to walk in all His ways, and to cleave unto
Him; then will the Lord drive out all these nations from before you, and ye shall

possess greater nations and mightier than yourselves.”

“Every place whereon the soles of your feet shall tread shall be yours: from

the wilderness and Lebanon, from the river, the river Euphrates, even unto the
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uttermost sea shall your coast be. There shall no man be able to stand before
you, for the Lord your God shall lay the fear of you and the dread of you upon
all the land that ye shall tread upon, as I have said in time past, ‘Behold, I set
before you this day a blessing and a curse; a blessing, if ye obey the
commandments of the Lord your God, which I command you this day; and a
curse, if ye will not obey the commandments of the Lord your God, but turn
aside out of the way which I command you this day, to go after other gods,
which ye have not known.” How soon My children forgot all that I commanded
and chose to put their faith in images of wood and stone, rather than the God

of their fathers, even I AM.”

“Where is the heathen? What righteousness does he bare? For I the Lord
hath commanded thee in the ways of the wicked. For the curse of the Lord is in
the house of the wicked, but he blesseth the habitation of the just. I say, enter
not into the path of the wicked, and go not in the way of evil men, for the way
of the wicked is as darkness, they know not at what they stumble. Know that

the labor of the righteous tendeth to life, the fruit of the wicked to sin.”

“My children hear My Words. The counsels of the wicked are deceit. The
words of the wicked are to lie in wait for blood, but the mouth of the upright
shall deliver them. He that saith unto the wicked, thou art righteous; him
shall the people curse, nations shall abhor him. For I have given thee My Word,
even My laws. Those that forsake the law praise the wicked, but such as keep
the law contends with them. Know ye not that when the righteous are in
authority, the people rejoice, but when the wicked beareth rule, the people
mourn. For when the wicked are multiplied transgression increaseth, but the

righteous shall see their fall.”

“Know ye this day, My Word has come against the wicked. It is by My Word

the craftiness of the transgressor is made known. My Word doth instruct the
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wicked, as well as the righteous, yet how is it that My children have turned
their ear from My voice? Just as I shall bring the wicked down low, I shall judge
and bring the sins of My people to light. I, the Lord, shall not be deceived by
the children of the devil; neither will I be mocked by My own. I am the Lord,
and [ am Holy.”

“Did I not I command my servants, preach the word; be instant in season,
out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long-suffering and doctrine. For
the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their
own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; and they
shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables. And

lo, what I have written in time past is upon thee this hour”.

“What servant would obey a fellow servant over that of his governor? What
king would send his servant out into the field, only to have him heed the
command of another? Would not the king’s wrath be kindled against the
servant’s disobedience? What king would not require the life of that servant for
his actions? For I am the Lord, I am a jealous God. I too shall require the
obedience of my servants. Are kings and governors better than I? Can they
number the hairs on thy head or count the sparrows that fall? I am the Lord

thy God, and I am a jealous God. I shall have My vengeance in due time.”

“l have surely called servants to preach, teach, and carry the Gospel to the
corners of the earth, yet they have become fat at the tables of men. They are so
quickly given over to the comforts of this world. They build great congregations
-- then sit high and lifted up, seeking the praises of men like the Pharisees.
Doth my Word not declare that pride goeth before destruction? I shall tear
down and burn up what is made by hands. I, the Lord, shall see the

destruction of the fruits of man’s hands, even the fruit of his sweat, and I, the
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Lord, shall laugh in that day. I have commanded My servants to preach the

Gospel, yet they slumber in the midst of their accusers.”

“The time shall come that the wickedness of the hireling shall be manifest to
the church. Their wickedness shall be exposed once and for all, for many shall
point their finger and require an answer for their gospel. They shall say in that
day, ‘Why hast thou hid the truth from us? What manner of man would lie and
steal from his own? What servant would lay comforted in his house, while the
widow is without? What servant would pass the fatherless by to eat and drink
in the houses of the rich?’ Men shall say, ‘Ye have robbed us of the truth and
taught us according to thy own wickedness. Ye went before us teaching the
ways of the Lord, but ye knew Him not, and deceived us by thy own word, and

now we are judged ignorant of the truth.”

“I, the Lord, doth declare that many have rejected My Word and created a
false word that fulfills their own selfish, lustful desires. Many have added to My
Word and hidden the truth. My Word is everlasting and shall be when all else
is burned away. For many have set themselves up to be wise, thinking they
shall fool many. They horde up riches and tend not unto the needy. These shall
be cut off and divided up in the end. For I know my sheep, and they know my
voice. Is it not written, ‘Not every one that saith unto Me, “Lord, Lord,” shall
enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of My Father which
is in heaven?’ Many will say to Me in that day, TLord, Lord, have we not
prophesied in Thy name? and in Thy name have cast out devils? and in Thy
name done many wonderful works?’ And then will I profess unto them, I never

knew you: depart from Me, ye that work iniquity.”
“For there shall come a time when the Son of Man shall come in His glory,

and all the holy angels with Him, then shall He sit upon the throne of His glory.

And before Him shall be gathered all nations, and He shall separate them one
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from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats; He shall set the
sheep on His right hand, but the goats He shall place on the left. Then shall the
King say unto them on His right hand, ‘Come, ye blessed of My Father, inherit
the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world. For I was an
hungered, and ye gave Me meat. I was thirsty, and ye gave Me drink. I was a
stranger, and ye took Me in. Naked, and ye clothed Me. I was sick, and ye

visited Me. I was in prison, and ye came unto Me.”

“Then shall the righteous answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when saw we Thee an
hungered, and fed Thee? Thirsty, and gave Thee drink? When saw we Thee a
stranger, and took Thee in, or naked, and clothed Thee? Or when saw we Thee
sick, or in prison, and came unto Thee?’ And the King shall answer and say
unto them, ‘Verily I say unto you, inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the

least of these My brethren, ye have done it unto Me.”

“Then shall He say also unto them on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, ye
cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: For I was an
hungered, and ye gave Me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave Me no drink: I
was a stranger, and ye took Me not in: naked, and ye clothed Me not: sick, and
in prison, and ye visited Me not.” Then shall they also answer Him, saying,
‘Lord, when saw we Thee an hungered, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or
sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto Thee?’ Then shall He answer them,
saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of
these, ye did it not to Me.” And these shall go away into everlasting

punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.”

“I see in this day men and women going about who proclaim to be religious.
They make themselves to appear holy. They raise their voices to draw attention,
and they make themselves appear to stand out from the rest. Loud and

eloquent prayers they make before men. Who shall hear their prayers in the
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day of calamity? For their noise is fed into the roof as the limb is fed into the
fire. In their hearts they think they know wisdom. They boast of great things,
yet the needs of many go unmet. These men have defiled the Church in all their
sins. Surely these servants of the Devil shall have their place with him - even in

the fire of Hell.”

“l have commanded, ‘Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and
with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength; this is the
first commandment. And the second is like, namely this, thou shalt love thy
neighbor as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than these.” My
children are preserved unto life everlasting; they walk according to My Word.
They shall humble themselves before Me, not boast of great things. Is it not
written, ‘The fear of the Lord is to hate evil: pride, and arrogancy, and the evil

way, and the froward mouth, do I hate.”

“Watch and pray that ye have discernment against thy enemy. For he doth
hide in the midst of thee. Beware of false prophets which come to you in
sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves; ye shall know them by
their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of thistles? Even so every
good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit. A
good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can a corrupt tree bring forth
good fruit. Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down and cast

into the fire. Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them.”

“Beware of those that offer you eternal life through your good works. They
heed to themselves their self-righteousness. They draw men unto themselves,
lifting themselves above many. Beware, My children, of false teachers that
speak lies concerning My salvation. They are wise as the serpent, wanting
nothing more than to bewitch thee. These are rebels of grace. They glory in

themselves and their own righteous rather than the righteousness of the Son of
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Man. For their righteousness is as filthy rags. As it is written, ‘There is none

righteous, no, not one.”

“Why are My children so soon beguiled by the words of false teachers? Have I
not given thee My Word, and yet ye seek after your own righteousness rather
than the righteousness of Christ. For they being ignorant of God's
righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not
submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God. For Christ is the end of
the law for righteousness to every one that believeth. For Moses describeth the
righteousness which is of the law, that the man which doeth those things shall
live by them. But the righteousness which is of faith speaketh on this wise, say
not in thine heart, who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down
from above:) Or, who shall descend into the deep? (that is, to bring up Christ
again from the dead.) But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy
mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach; that if
thou shall confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shall believe in thine
heart that God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with
the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is

made unto salvation.”

“My child, salvation is simple, even unto the unlearned and ignorant. For My
Word is wisdom and power forever. Lean not unto your own understanding,
but believe that which is found in My Word. For My Word will quicken the
dead, feed the hungry, and quench those that thirst. Receive not those that
would bring railing accusations against Me and My Word, or even those that
would stand and in My name tear down My Word. They shall be judged for
their sin. For I am the Lord, and I desire to fellowship with thee this day. Soon
ye shall enter in before My presence not many days hence. In that day shall ye

enter in unto a mansion which is prepared for thee.”
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Chapter Four

My Church

“Arise, write all that I shall tell thee down, that ye will know My Word. Then
My child, see to it that thou understandeth all that I shall tell thee to write. For
this day I have looked into the churches, and My heart is filled with sorrow for
My people. How quickly men turn unto the fool, the infidel, and the heretic for
their answers instead of unto Me. How quickly are they led down paths of
destruction instead of harkening to My voice. They are so quickly fooled and

bewitched by words of men when they go untaught by My word.”

“Surely there is a time that shall come when men shall turn the Word into
fables, and assault it before men. There is coming a time when once again
Satan shall attempt to take the Word from My people. Those that have not
learned and hidden My Word in their hearts shall be fooled by man, for I
remember when man was without My written Word. They took pages and hid
them, memorizing all that was written therein. In those days My people drew
comfort from My Word, and My church grew despite persecution. Now, because
of the hardness of man’s heart, and despite all his accomplishments, he is once
again returned to a place of ignorance regarding My Word. I tell thee a truth
this day, with all the comforts and wisdom of this age, man is more ignorant of

My Word than he has ever been since creation.”

“In this age men will believe anything that seems mysterious, often putting
meaning to it and attributing it to My work. Even now the churches need to be
purged as in times past. Men and women need to stand for My Word. Lo, never

have so many been so ignorant of My teachings, yet those that know My Word
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are counted among the fools. How has this come to be? For My Word is
wisdom and life, not the babbling of a fool. Even now My servants are put down
and scorned for standing on what is righteous. I see their despair, and in the

end I shall avenge them, even I, the Lord.”

“Once again My house, the church, is turned into a den of thieves. Men
robbing and selling trash that needs to be put out and burned. Gold and silver
are the gods of many. For My house is no longer a place of prayer and teaching,
but a place of games and foolishness. My church has become like the merchant
place, filled with crafts and such like items. Not only have My people failed to
pay a tithe, but many masquerading as My servants steal the best that is

brought into the storehouse.”

“Go and prophesy unto the church saying, 1 the Lord have chosen My
servants and lo, ye generation of vipers, ye thieves, ye sniff out the treasure
and good of My people and bewitch them into giving to you what is Mine. Ye go
before My people dressed in the finest garments, trimmed in fine jewelry,
arrayed like the heathen without grace. For I am the God of My people, and
shall I not take care of you? My children are not the children of the wicked
peasant; they are not the children of a bastard. I give to My own good things.
My children are a testimony of My goodness. I would not see their bodies naked
before men. I prepare a place for My children to sleep. I prepare for them a
table even before their enemies that they might eat and be filled. What glory
shall I receive if the fool sayest to you, ‘Canst your God feed you, can He not

give thee shelter?”

“My servant, even David the son of Jesse whom I anointed King of Israel hast
said, 1 have been young, and now am old; yet have I not seen the righteous
forsaken, nor his seed begging bread.’ I the Lord art ever merciful, and lendeth;

and My seed is blessed. Depart from evil, and do good; and dwell forevermore.
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For the Lord loveth judgment, and forsaketh not His saints; they are preserved
forever: but the seed of the wicked shall be cut off. The righteous shall inherit

the land, and dwell therein forever.”

“And lo, so many seek only the riches of My people, plundering through all
that My Children have, coveting the things of the world. Many go whoring after
the image of the heathen, even before My people as they declare My Word. They
are like the armies gathering spoil after the battle, seeking after My children,
even playing on the heart of the widow and the old. I say unto them, lest they
repent and turn away from their wickedness, they shall fall, and great shall be

their fall.”

“l have declared unto My people by My Word that I shall abide with them,
and I shall protect them from their enemy. They need not hearken unto false
prophets prophesying the words of Baal. They need not make sacrifices to man,
nor do I require this day a sacrifice. I am God, and lo, I have justified My
children through the final sacrifice of the Son of Man. Are ye wiser than I? Even
I am God, and the Word hath created all that is made. For in God there are
three, the Son hath His part, and the Holy Spirit hath His part, and the Father,
even to Him, is there a part given and received in heaven. And many would

come before Me making railing accusations. Who are they to tempt the Lord?”

“This world is the works of Mine hands, not the hand of men. I gave thee life,
not another. Even the gods of the heathen are made out of My wood, My stone,
and My gold and silver. Thou art a fool to believe that there is another God. As
far as eye can see I have sowed the stars. As far as one can sail across the sea,
I made each drop of water. For this is My earth, and My heaven, and I am God.
[ am a jealous God and I shall receive the confession of all men. For it is

written, ‘As I live,” saith the Lord, ‘every knee shall bow to Me, and every tongue
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shall confess to God.” So then every man and woman shall give account of

himself to God.”

“Once again, My child, turn unto Me this day, repent and have faith, for I am
God. Unto those that would rob from Me, I speak unto thee again the words of
My prophet as said in times past and is come unto thee again. Thou art My
own; thou art created in My likeness. I have given thee breath only to worship
Me. I have given thee a mind to remember to praise me. If [ have given to thee,
why canst thou not return back unto Me what is Mine? Will a man rob God?
Yet ye have robbed Me. But ye say, ‘Wherein have we robbed Thee?’ In tithes

and offerings.”

“Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have robbed Me, even this whole nation.
Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in Mine
house, and prove Me now herewith,” saith the Lord of Hosts, “if I will not open
you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not
be room enough to receive it. And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes,
and he shall not destroy the fruits of your ground; neither shall your vine cast
her fruit before the time in the field,” saith the Lord of hosts. “And all nations
shall call you blessed: for ye shall be a delightsome land,” saith the Lord of
Hosts.

“Your words have been stout against Me,” saith the Lord. “Yet ye say, ‘what
have we spoken so much against Thee?’ Ye have said, ‘It is vain to serve God:
and what profit is it that we have kept His ordinance, and that we have walked
mournfully before the Lord of Hosts? And now we call the proud happy; yea,
they that work wickedness are set up; yea, they that tempt God are even
delivered.” Then they that feared the Lord spake often one to another: and the
Lord hearkened, and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before

Him for them that feared the Lord, and that thought upon His name. And they
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shall be Mine,” saith the Lord of Hosts, “in that day when I make up My jewels;
and I will spare them, as a man spareth his own son that serveth him. Then
shall ye return, and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between

him that serveth God and him that serveth Him not.”

“For behold, the day cometh that shall burn as an oven; and all the proud,
yea, and all that do wickedly shall be stubble: and the day that cometh shall
burn them up,” saith the Lord of Hosts, “that it shall leave them neither root
nor branch. But unto you that fear My name shall the Son of Righteousness
arise with healing in His wings; and ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of
the stall. And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the
soles of your feet in the day that I shall do this,” saith the Lord of hosts.
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Chapter Five

First Fruits

Again the Word of the Lord came to me concerning that which is set apart for
the Lord, that which the Lord has claimed as His own but His children refuse
to give up, that which is owed and declared sanctified by the Lord God. And the
Lord did declare unto me all that I should go prophesy unto man. And
according to the Word of the Lord I declare it unto all men, whether they be

Jew or gentile, bond or free.

He that hath an ear, let him hear the prophecy of God, and to all that
understandeth and abideth in this word, shalt they prosper in all that they set
out to do. For God hath declared unto the church that they hath desecrated
that which is His. That which is owed unto the Lord hath man said in his
heart, “I will keep for myself because I regard not the Word of God nor do I
claim My inheritance.” For man hath become as the fool, lacking all wisdom

concerning the things of God.

For in the beginning did God make heaven and earth, and on the seventh
day He rested from all His work. And it was then that the Lord commanded
man to observe that which He set apart and sanctified unto man. For it was
man that needed to observe the Sabbath, not God. For the work of the Lord is
forever and is continually purposed both day and night. God hath declared
unto men, “Thou shalt have no other gods before Me. Thou shalt not make
unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven
above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth:
thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God

am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the
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third and fourth generation of them that hate Me; and showing mercy unto

thousands of them that love Me, and keep My commandments. “

“Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will
not hold him guiltless that taketh His name in vain. Remember the Sabbath
day, to keep it holy. Six days shalt thou labor, and do all thy work: but the
seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any
work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy
maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: For in six
days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and
rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the Sabbath day, and
hallowed it.

But all that the Lord hath made Holy hath many trampled down before the
Lord. In all that the Lord has required, many of His children hath kept for
themselves. Yet in all things that come against them, doth they shake their
hand toward heaven and curse God. But this day hath the Word come against
them, declaring they have deceived themselves and been beguiled by the words
of the devil. The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy.
In all that man shall do, the Lord hath declared Himself holy and to be first
before all men. The Lord has declared His commandments unto man and hath

set them in order to keep that which is His for the Day of Judgment. “

“Ye of little faith, why hast thou turned unto the words of man? Why hast
thou forsaken the commandments of the Living God? For many shall say that
God hath abolished that which was declared unto man before the resurrection,
but that is the lie of the devil. For Christ hath fulfilled the law, but unto this
generation hath He said, ‘The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel,
The Lord our God is one Lord: And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength:
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this is the first commandment. And the second is like, namely this, thou shalt
love thy neighbor as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than

these.”

The Lord hath said, “If ye love Me, keep My commandments. And I will pray
the Father, and He shall give you another Comforter, that He may abide with
you forever; even the Spirit of Truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it
seeth Him not, neither knoweth Him: but ye know Him; for He dwelleth with
you, and shall be in you. I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you. Yet
a little while, and the world seeth Me no more; but ye see Me: because I live, ye
shall live also. At that day ye shall know that I am in My Father, and ye in Me,

and [ in you.

“He that hath My commandments and keepeth them, he it is that loveth Me:
and he that loveth Me shall be loved of My Father, and I will love him, and will
manifest Myself to him. Judas saith unto Him, not Iscariot, ‘Lord, how is it that
thou wilt manifest Thyself unto us, and not unto the world?’ Jesus answered
and said unto him, ‘If a man loves Me, he will keep My Words: and My Father
will love him, and We will come unto him, and make Our abode with him. He
that loveth Me not keepeth not My sayings: and the Word which ye hear is not
Mine, but the Father's which sent Me.”

I declare to this nation, “It is come to pass that many hath rejected the Spirit
of Truth for convenience’s sake. For the Spirit of Truth reveals the Word of God
and many hath turned their ear away from God's Word. For in it, they cannot
live according to their flesh, but they are reproved before God. They hath said
unto themselves, Yet a little while will I enjoy the things of this world and all
its riches.” Hath they not read that by faith Moses, when he was come to years,
refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter; choosing rather to suffer

affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a

season; esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in

Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompense of the reward?”

“Ye children of the Living God, turn your eyes toward the heavens and seek
after the righteousness of God. The Lord hath said, ‘Therefore, take no thought,
saying, “What shall we eat? or, what shall we drink? or, wherewithal shall we
be clothed?” (For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your Heavenly
Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things. But seek ye first the
Kingdom of God, and His righteousness; and all these things shall be added
unto you. Is it in your power to add unto thyself anything? For thou canst even

swear by thy head, because thou canst not make one hair white or black.”

“The Lord knoweth the things thou art in need of and them shall He supply
to His children. But many hath went about not trusting in the goodness of the
mercies of God, but rather seeking after their own hearts’ desire and not
trusting in the Lord. Hath ye not read that the heart is deceitful above all
things, and desperately wicked: who can know it? I, the Lord, search the heart;
I try the reins, even to give every man according to his ways, and according to
the fruit of his doings. As the partridge sitteth on eggs, and hatcheth them not;
so he that getteth riches, and not by right, shall leave them in the midst of his
days, and at his end shall be a fool.”

“Hear the words of the Lord and obey. God hath required the first fruits of
thine labor even as Abel brought forth the firstlings of the flock and sacrificed it
before the Lord. Many of you hath done according to thy own will, saying thou
hast done it for the Lord. Ye say unto men, ‘I will give unto the Lord,” but your
heart seeketh after wickedness. Your faith is in your own understanding, not
the Word of God. For God hath declared unto this generation as He hath

declared before, obedience is better than sacrifice. “
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“I declare unto you this day, give that which is sanctified unto God. Ye have
neglected the holy days. Ye work and toil until the day is far spent, seeking the
riches of this world. Ye labor in vein, for the Lord giveth life and He taketh life.
Thy labors shall become a stumbling block before thee and others. Why hast
thou turned away from assembling thyself with the believer? Is fellowship with
the heathen greater than that of thy Creator? What shall ye say when sickness

hast come against thee?”

“What shall ye say when family hath turned against thee and forsaken thee?
For even as the Lord did offer up His only begotten Son to die for thee, ye must
offer up unto the Lord thy obedience. For on the first day was the Son of God
resurrected for the sins of the world, so shalt that day be set aside to be
remembered. For God hath given on the first unto man, so shall man return
and offer back unto God. Sayest thou with an arrogant heart unto the Lord, ‘Is
there a day holier than the next?’ Nay, thou hast hidden thyself from the Lord
and refused to assemble with His children. Ye can not make boastful excuses
of thy transgression before the Lord and thy neighbor. Know ye not that the
eyes of the Lord are in every place, beholding the evil and the good?”

“For God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners,
Christ died for us. Much more then, being now justified by His blood, we shall
be saved from wrath through Him. For if, when we were enemies, we were
reconciled to God by the death of His Son, much more, being reconciled, we
shall be saved by His life. And not only so, but we also joy in God through our
Lord Jesus Christ, by Whom we have now received the atonement. Wherefore,
as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death
passed upon all men, for that all have sinned. Children of the Living God,
Christ hath laid down His life that we can have atonement through His blood.
He hath reconciled us by His death and being saved by His life, yet many walk

in ignorance of this truth.”
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“If ye, being reconciled by Christ Jesus and forever saved from hell, why
canst thou walk not according to the statues of God? He has given thee life
when thou wast condemned even to death and eternity in hell. He hath paid
thy debt that ye could go free before God, being justified by the Blood of the
Lamb. Hath ye forgotten that which the Lord hath done for thee? The wicked
are cast out from before the Lord because of sins debt, yet ye, having been

justified by faith, live and seek after the things of the wicked. “

“The wicked shall have their place in the fire which burns forever and ever,
but ye were acquitted of thy offense before the Lord. Ye have been bought with
a price. Thy name hath been recorded in the Lamb’s Book of Life. Repent and
turn from the ways of the wicked. Search out the wisdom of God this day, and
turn from the way of the fool. Take heed to the Word of the Lord and let His
Word quicken thee. In His Word shalt thy find refuge from this world. In His
Word shalt thy find peace and contentment.

“The heathen hath sought to lay up treasures. By his works he hath said in
his heart that he shall do well when old age hath come to past. For in his youth
he regardeth not the things which are honest, but rather choosing to deceive
his friend and lie before his master. Gold and silver hath he laid up for himself
in his own house. He hath laid claim to wisdom and knowledge, choosing to
ignore the commandments of the Lord. He hath hardened his heart against the
Lord, choosing only to mock and blaspheme the name of the Lord, but in the
Day of Judgment he shall cry out before God and man- who shall redeem his

soul in that day?”
“In the Day of Judgment, shall the wicked pay a ransom to be set free? Shall

his gold and silver pay his debt? For in his life hath he lied and cheated,
seeking to gain wealth for himself. He hath spent his life enslaved to that which
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purchased material things on earth. The wicked man searcheth out that which
is given freely of the Lord, but rather than submitting to the Lord, he hath
spent his life trying to buy that which is free. Know ye this day that the gold of
many shall cover the streets of Heaven. In that day shall every wicked man be
judged and condemned before the throne of God, and in that time shall the
wicked lay sight on every precious stone and substance he sold his soul to. The
wicked hath searched his days for peace and fulfillment and knoweth not that

which was free to all men in Christ Jesus.

“His god shall betray him before his death. His god shall remain silent before
him as the death angel comes to bind him and cast him into hell. All that he
hath gained through his sweat shall be freely given to every saint. The gold that
he sold his soul to shall pave the streets of Heaven, and there before the throne
of God as it is written, ‘As I live,” saith the Lord, ‘every knee shall bow to Me,
and every tongue shall confess to God.” So then every one of us shall give
account of himself to God. And on that day, who shall write his name in the

Lamb’s Book of Life, for then it shall be too late.”

“My children, thou hast become like many of the wicked, and ye shall be
chastised for thy sins. For ye also have committed adultery with the god of this
world. Ye too have went a whoring after the harlots of this world. Many of you
hath joined thyself with harlots and desecrated the temple of thy body. The
Spirit of God that is within, and hath sealed thee, hath ye openly shamed and
grieved. Knowest ye not that the Lord is Holy, and all that is God, even the Son
and the Spirit, are God in the same? Hath ye no regard for the Lord this day?”

“For the Lord Jesus Christ hath made a way for you to escape every
temptation, and when ye are drawn away into sin, ye crucify to yourself the
Son of God afresh, and put Him to an open shame. The Son of God hath paid

the debt of sin once and for all, and it was that sacrifice that purchased your
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soul, and it is expedient that ye live separated from that which is sin. And
likewise hath the Holy Spirit begun a new work in you that ye should know
that which is sinful and that which is righteous. For the Spirit reveals that

“Ye care not that you are a stumbling block for the cause of Christ. Ye say in
thine heart, T will work and gain that which I can and lay up for myself.” Ye
labor day and night, never taking time to serve the Lord and assemble yourself
with the saints. Ye even mock that which is holy and righteous. Thy
discernment is become that of a fool, because thou hast turned away from the
Word of God. Ye say to yourself, It is morning. I shall arise and go and make a
wage for this day.’” At night ye say to yourself, It is late, and I must rest now.’
Why hast thou turned aside from the Lord? Thou art so quickly deceived by the

ways of this world.”

“Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth
corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: but lay up for yourselves
treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where
thieves do not break through nor steal: for where your treasure is, there will
your heart be also. Repent and return back to the Word of the Living God. Give
that which belongeth to the Lord back unto Him. My children, serve God with
all your heart, with all your might, and say unto the wicked and the gods of

this world, ‘As for me and my house, we shall serve the Lord.”
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Chapter Six

The Harlotry of God’s Children

Now the Word of the Lord came unto the Prophet concerning the harlotry of
the children of God, because for generations she hath played the harlot before
God. In times past hath the children of God went whoring after the gods of this
world, forsaking the Lord and choosing rather to worship in the mountains,
bowing down to graven images made by hands.

And I
said after she had done all these things, ‘Turn thou unto Me,’ but she returned

not, and her treacherous sister Judah saw it. And [ saw when for all the causes
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whereby backsliding Israel committed adultery I had put her away, and given
her a bill of divorce; yet her treacherous sister Judah feared not, but went and

played the harlot also.”

“And it came to pass through the lightness of her whoredom, that she defiled
the land, and committed adultery with stones and with stocks. And yet for all
this her treacherous sister Judah hath not turned unto Me with her whole
heart, but feignedly,” saith the Lord. And the Lord said unto me, “Backsliding
Israel hath justified herself more than treacherous Judah. Go and proclaim
these words toward the north, and say, ‘Return, thou backsliding Israel,” saith
the Lord; ‘and I will not cause Mine anger to fall upon you: for I am merciful,’
saith the Lord, ‘and I will not keep anger forever. Only acknowledge thine
iniquity, that thou hast transgressed against the Lord thy God, and hast
scattered thy ways to the strangers under every green tree, and ye have not
obeyed My voice,’ saith the Lord. ‘Turn, O backsliding children,’ saith the Lord;
for I am married unto you: and I will take you one of a city, and two of a
family, and I will bring you to Zion: And I will give you pastors according to

Mine heart, which shall feed you with knowledge and understanding. “

“And it shall come to pass, when ye be multiplied and increased in the land,
in those days,” saith the Lord, “they shall say no more, ‘The ark of the covenant
of the Lord:’ neither shall it come to mind: neither shall they remember it;

“Because of thy greed ye have become a servant to the wicked. Ye hath
sacrificed to the gods of this world and not turned unto the Lord your God. I
say unto you this day, ‘The Lord shall receive you this day if ye wilt turn from
thy wickedness and obey His Word. He has purchased thee with a price, even
with the blood of Jesus Christ. Ye are not your own, but I have paid the penalty
for thy deeds. For once thou were in bondage unto the law and condemned
before the Lord. Thy debt was to be paid with thy life, but many are
backslidden, and now have ye been seduced by the lust of this world. Ye serve
yourselves and deny that which is good, but I say unto thee, ‘This day, if ye
being free hath gained liberty, why hast thou been shackled and made a slave

to this world?”

“Know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you,
which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? For ye are bought with a price:
therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.
Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as

silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your
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fathers; but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish
and without spot: Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the
world, but was manifest in these last times for you, Who by him do believe in
God, that raised Him up from the dead, and gave Him glory; that your faith and
hope might be in God. Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth
through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one
another with a pure heart fervently: being born again, not of corruptible seed,

but of incorruptible, by the Word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.”

“For this day is the Lord your master, and ye are His children and He hath
called you this day unto repentance. For the Lord your God is not slack
concerning His promises. For soon the Kingdom of God shall be revealed unto
all men. And many shall weep in that day, but in that day it shall be too late.
For it is written, ‘The Kingdom of Heaven is likened unto ten virgins, which
took their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom. And five of them were
wise, and five were foolish. They that were foolish took their lamps, and took no
oil with them, but the wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps. While the
bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept.

But he answered and said, “Verily I say unto you, I know you
not.” Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the

Son of Man cometh. ¢
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“And again it is written, ‘And He said unto the disciples, “The days will come,
when ye shall desire to see one of the days of the Son of Man, and ye shall not
see it. And they shall say to you, See here; or, see there: go not after them, nor
follow them. For as the lightning, that lighteneth out of the one part under
heaven, shineth unto the other part under heaven; so shall also the Son of Man
be in His day. But first must He suffer many things, and be rejected of this
generation. And as it was in the days of Noah, so shall it be also in the days of
the Son of Man. They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they were given
in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark, and the flood came,

and destroyed them all.

Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they
bought, they sold, they planted, they builded; but the same day that Lot went
out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven, and destroyed them all.
Even thus shall it be in the day when the Son of Man is revealed. In that day,
he which shall be upon the housetop, and his stuff in the house, let him not
come down to take it away: and he that is in the field, let him likewise not
return back. Remember Lot's wife. Whosoever shall seek to save his life shall
lose it; and whosoever shall lose his life shall preserve it. I tell you, in that
night there shall be two men in one bed; the one shall be taken, and the other
shall be left. Two women shall be grinding together; the one shall be taken, and
the other left. Two men shall be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the
other left.” And they answered and said unto Him, “Where, Lord?” And He said
unto them, “Wheresoever the body is, thither will the eagles be gathered

together.

And then the words of John I began to speak and declare unto this people,
for in this day shall the end draw nigh and nation shall gather themselves
together to defeat the children of God, and the very powers of Satan shall be

unleashed as never before seen by man. And I heard as it were the voice of a
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great multitude, and as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of mighty
thunderings, saying, “Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth. Let us be
glad and rejoice, and give honor to Him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come,
and His wife hath made herself ready.” And to her was granted that she should
be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness
of saints. And he saith unto me, “Write, blessed are they which are called unto
the marriage supper of the Lamb.” And he saith unto me, “These are the true
sayings of God.” And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, “See
thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the
testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of

prophecy. “

And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and He that sat upon
him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He doth judge and
make war. His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on His head were many crowns;
and He had a name written, that no man knew, but He Himself. And He was
clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and His name is called The Word of
God. And the armies which were in heaven followed Him upon white horses,
clothed in fine linen, white and clean. And out of His mouth goeth a sharp
sword, that with it He should smite the nations: and He shall rule hem with a
rod of iron: and He treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of
Almighty God. And He hath on His vesture and on His thigh a name written,
KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice,
saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, “Come and gather
yourselves together unto the supper of the great God; that ye may eat the flesh
of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh
of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both free and

bond, both small and great.” And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth,
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and their armies, gathered together to make war against Him that sat on the
horse, and against His army. And the beast was taken, and with him the false
prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that
had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These
both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone. And the
remnant were slain with the sword of Him that sat upon the horse, which

sword proceeded out of His mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.

And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the
bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. And he laid hold on the dragon,
that old serpent, which is the devil, and bound him a thousand years, and cast
him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he
should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled:
and after that he must be loosed a little season. And I saw thrones, and they
sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of
them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the Word of God,
and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had
received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and
reigned with Christ a thousand years. But the rest of the dead lived not again

until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection.

Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the
second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ,
and shall reign with Him a thousand years. And when the thousand years are
expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison, and shall go out to deceive the
nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather
them together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of the sea. And
they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the
saints about, and the beloved city: and fire came down from God out of heaven,

and devoured them.
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And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented
day and night for ever and ever. And I saw a great white throne, and Him that
sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was
found no place for them. And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before
God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the
Book of Life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written
in the books, according to their works. And the sea gave up the dead which
were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and
they were judged every man according to their works. And death and hell were
cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever was not

found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.

And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first
earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. And I John saw the holy
city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of Heaven, prepared as a bride
adorned for her husband. And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying,
“Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and He will dwell with them, and
they shall be His people, and God Himself shall be with them, and be their
God. And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no
more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain:

for the former things are passed away.“

And He that sat upon the throne said, “Behold, I make all things new.” And
He said unto me, “Write: for these words are true and faithful.” And He said
unto me, “It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the Beginning and the End. I will
give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely. He that
overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be My

son. But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and
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whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part

in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.”

And there came unto me one of the seven angels which had the seven vials
full of the seven last plagues, and talked with me, saying, “Come hither, I will
show thee the bride, the Lamb's wife.” And he carried me away in the spirit to a
great and high mountain, and showed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem,
descending out of Heaven from God, having the glory of God: and her light was
like unto a stone most precious, even like a jasper stone, clear as crystal; and
had a wall great and high, and had twelve gates, and at the gates twelve angels,
and names written thereon, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the
children of Israel: On the east three gates; on the north three gates; on the
south three gates; and on the west three gates.

And the
building of the wall of it was of jasper: and the city was pure gold, like unto
clear glass. And the foundations of the wall of the city were garnished with all
manner of precious stones. The first foundation was jasper; the second,
sapphire; the third, a chalcedony; the fourth, an emerald; the fifth, sardonyx;
the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolyte; the eighth, beryl; the ninth, a topaz;
the tenth, a chrysoprasus; the eleventh, a jacinth; the twelfth, an amethyst.
And the twelve gates were twelve pearls: every several gate was of one pearl:
and the street of the city was pure gold, as it were transparent glass. And I saw

no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it.
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And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for
the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof. And the
nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of
the earth do bring their glory and honor into it. And the gates of it shall not be
shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there. And they shall bring the
glory and honor of the nations into it. And there shall in no wise enter into it
any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a

lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's Book of Life.

And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding
out of the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the midst of the street of it, and
on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner
of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for
the healing of the nations. And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of
God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and His servants shall serve Him: And they
shall see His face; and His name shall be in their foreheads. And there shall be
no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord
God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and ever.

And he said unto me, “These sayings are faithful and true: and the Lord God
of the holy prophets sent His angel to show unto His servants the things which
must shortly be done. Behold, I come quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the
sayings of the prophecy of this book.” And I John saw these things, and heard
them. And when I had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of
the angel which showed me these things. Then saith he unto me, “See thou do
it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren the prophets, and of them
which keep the sayings of this book: worship God.”

man according as his work shall be. “

“l am Alpha and Omega, the Beginning and the End, the First and the Last.
Blessed are they that do His commandments, that they may have right to the
tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. For without are
dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and
whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. I Jesus have sent Mine angel to testify unto
you these things in the churches. I am the Root and the Offspring of David,
and the Bright and Morning Star. And the Spirit and the bride say, ‘Come.” And
let him that heareth say, ‘Come.” And let him that is athirst come. And

whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely. “

For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this
book, if any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the
plagues that are written in this book: And if any man shall take away from the
words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the
Book of Life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in
this book. He which testifieth these things saith, “Surely I come quickly.”
Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with

you all. Amen.
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Chapter Seven

fire.”

“Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, until
iniquity was found in thee. By the multitude of thy merchandise they have
filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast
thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering
cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire. Thine heart was lifted up because
of thy beauty. Thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness. I
will cast thee to the ground. I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold
thee.”

Then when the Lord had finished sentencing Lucifer, the Lord said unto him,

“Thou shalt be called Satan, because thou art an enemy unto Me and My
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creation. Thou art Mine adversary this day. I beheld Satan as lightning fall
from heaven, and the heavens shook as he was driven out, and sin and iniquity
was driven out, and it caused a great sound to come forth out of the heavens, a

sound that is heard unto this day.“

After these things [ awoke and did write all that I saw, and all that the Lord
told me that day, for the things that the Lord showed me was great.

And I, the servant of the Lord,
did take and write down all that the Lord did tell me, for great is the Lord and
His Word.

And the Lord God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, after Our likeness:
and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the
air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing

that creepeth upon the earth.” So God created man in His own image, in the
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image of God created He him; male and female created He them. And God
blessed them, and God said unto them, “Be fruitful, and multiply, and
replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea,
and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the

earth.”

And God said, “Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is
upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree
yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat. And to every beast of the earth, and to
every fowl of the air, and to every thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein
there is life, I have given every green herb for meat:” and it was so. And God
saw every thing that He had made, and, behold, it was very good, and thus

were those words recorded in the Scripture.

From the day that man was created, the Lord breathed into his nostrils and
made him a living soul. And the Lord God took the man, and put him into the
garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it. And the Lord commanded the man,
saying, “Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: but of the Tree of
the Knowledge of Good and Evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that
thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.” And the Lord said, “It is not good
that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him.” And out
of the ground the Lord formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air;
and brought them unto Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever
Adam called every living creature, that was the name thereof. And Adam gave
names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to every beast of the field; but

for Adam there was not found an help meet for him.
And the Lord caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and the

Lord took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the rib,

which the Lord had taken from man, made He a woman, and brought her unto
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the man. And Adam called his wife Eve, for she was the mother of all living.
And Satan beheld the Lord’s creation and said in his heart, “I will destroy God's
creation. I will so corrupt man that he shall serve me instead of the Lord. I will
rule over him and cause his days to be short. I will search and tempt man to
lure him into all manner of wickedness, therefore causing the Lord to judge
man for all his sins.” Immediately Satan and his servants conspired ways to

deceive God's creation and destroy them that day.

Then Satan said to himself, “I will ally with the woman, for she is the weaker
vessel, and I will destroy this race of people,” and Satan used a serpent to carry
about his will. Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the field
which the Lord God had made. And he said unto the woman, “Yea, hath God
said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?”

And the serpent said unto the woman, “Ye shall not surely die: for God doth
know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye
shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.” And when the woman saw that the
tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be
desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave

also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.

There God beheld what Satan had done and how he deceived the woman and
caused the man to sin, and God said to Satan, “I will put enmity between
woman and thee for she was deceived and she shall not ally with you.” The
Lord said, “I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou
shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall

rule over thee.” And unto Adam He said, “Because thou hast hearkened unto
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the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee,
saying, thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow
shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life; thorns also and thistles shall it bring
forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field; in the sweat of thy face
shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou

taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.

Unto Adam also and to his wife did the Lord make coats of skins, and
clothed them. And the Lord said, “Behold, the man is become as one of Us, to
know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the
Tree of Life, and eat, and live forever:” Therefore the Lord sent him forth from
the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken and it was
that day that the Lord required blood to cover man’s sins and to hide his
nakedness. So He drove out the man; and He placed at the east of the Garden
of Eden cherubim, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the

And there were aligned ranks
that did go forth from the earth even into the heavens. For there was much
hate and anger kindled against mankind, and Satan said, “I will war against
God's people till I have destroyed every man and made God a fool before His

creation.”
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And Satan formed powers and ranks and placed them both on earth and in
the heavens, for Satan knew that unlike God, he could not be but one place at
a time. He knew that he must counterfeit the chain of command that God did
place in order with his servants. And Satan named these orders principalities,
powers, rulers of the darkness, and spiritual wickedness. And such would be

Of the spirits, some were given domain upon the earth. Some were assigned
task to perform, and in time the spirit world did strategically align themselves
against the earth and God's creation to destroy it. Some of the servants of
Satan were placed to corrupt nations and others to pollute cultures.

He chose servants to bring every
form of wickedness to mind, so that man might destroy himself. But God stood
against Satan and always had a willing servant that would uphold what was
holy and righteous. No matter what happened and how angry God was with His

creation, there was a servant that would come through. From time past when
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God destroyed the earth with water, there was one that would say no to the

devil and yes to the will of God.

And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth,
and daughters were born unto them, that the sons of God saw the daughters of
men that they were fair; and they took them wives of all which they chose. And
the Lord said, "My Spirit shall not always strive with man, for that he also is
flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years.” There were giants in
the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto
